8. Asateam player | am willing and able to make adjustment and changes according to our coaches
decisions. | know my coaches will only ask me to do things that will make me a better player, as well as
benefit the team and only if they think | can do them.

9. Trust and Respect are mandatory elements for a successful team.

10. 1 will give my best at each and every practice, (At this level of play coaches should not have to ask you to
hustle during practices-practice is where we become prepared for the game-you will not be happy with
yourself or the team if you are lazy, undisciplined or selfish.)

11. 1 will take practice seriously- (no jokes when you make a mistake, make the adjustment to correct your
mistake-if you are not sure how to correct yourself, ask us.) You are here to learn, we do not want you to
dwell on errors or act like it does not matter, we want you to learn how to fix it!)

12. 1 understand that the ultimate goal is not about winning or losing-but increasing our performance each and
every time we step foot on the court-
